Concession Stand


Several new and exciting things are happening at Due West this year!  One thing that is sure to please everyone is the elimination of parents working game-day concession shifts!  All game-day concession shifts will now be outside workers!  Now, everyone will only be required to work a maximum of 3 concession stand practice shifts of approx. 3 hours each.  You may choose to pay a $20.00 fee, per participant, and opt out of all concession duties.  For those not opting out of practice shifts, you will need to choose your 1st 2 dates when you come to equipment pick up.  That allows you to choose when you work!

Six other associations remained with the old NGYFL (Hillgrove Hawks, Powder Springs Indians, Milford Warriors, Wallace Park 49ers, Southwest Cardinals, & Marietta Blue Eagles).


One big change with NWGYFL is the weight limits; they will now allow overweight players, up to 20 lbs., to play in the games.  What this means is that an overweight player will not have to sit out but will be allowed to play tackle to tackle only.

Take advantage of this time-saving option and register for football, cheer, and clinics on line!  You will notice an $8.50 fee to register on-line.  DWFA does not collect any of these fees as profit.  They are the fees charged to us by the Visa/MC merchant and the on-line registration site, Sign-Up Anytime.


Take advantage of the early-registration fee; the fee goes up $15.00 after May 1st!  Another great advantage is an equipment pick-up only for early-registrations!  You will not have to go to Boots Ward!


Another great option available to you this year is the choice to pay in full or to make 3 monthly payments.  When registering on-line, you will agree to allow your credit card to be charged 1/3 immediately and then again for the next 2 months.  When registering in person and choosing the payment option, you will need to write 3 checks; one to deposit immediately and one dated the following month and then one more for the next month.  


Due to several changes listed below, we are expecting high turn outs for registration.  To ensure your spot at DWFA, be sure to register early.  We were at near capacity last season and are expecting even more this year!
